RULES FOR THE PRONUNCIATION OF THE –ED  ENDINGS:
	/ɪd/
	/d/
	/t/

	
If the verb ends in the sound /t/ or /d/, you pronounce the -ed ending /ɪd/

Si el verbo termina en un sonido /t/ o /d/, la terminación –ed se pronuncia /id/

Examples:  	
		invited /ɪnˈvaɪtɪd/
		decided / dɪˈsaɪdɪd/
	
If the verb ends in a voiced consonant sound apart from /d/ or a vowel, you pronounce the -ed ending /d/

Si el verbo termina en una consonante sonora aparte de /d/ o en una vocal, la terminación –ed se pronuncia /d/
Examples: 
		called  /kɔːld/
		cleaned /kliːnd/
		loved /lʌvd/

Voiced consonant sounds:
/b/
/g/
/v/
/z/
/ð/
/ʒ/
/ʤ/
/l/
/r/
/m/
/n/
/ŋ/

	
If the verb ends in a voiceless consonant sound, apart form /t/ you pronounce the -ed ending /t/

Si el verbo termina en una consonante sorda aparte de /t/, la terminación –ed se pronuncia /t/


Examples:
		 stopped /stɒpt/
		helped /hɛlpt/
		looked /lʊkt/


Voiceless consonant sounds:
/p/
/k/
/f/
/s/
/ʃ/
/tʃ/
/θ/
