c. They will present the information to the class and students will try to guess
the place.
d. Each student will have to write an entry using a vista of Mahara to win the
competition.
e. The vistas will be published
f. Peer correction: Each student will read two classmates’ entries and correct
them using the checklist:
Are there four paragraphs?
Have the writer stated the content sources and the source of the picture?
Is all the information included?:
v Introduction: state the most incredible place you have visited.
v Body paragraph 1: General Information
v Body paragraph 2: Detailed description of one part of the place.
v Conclusion: Your opinion why it should win
