» Se usa will / won’t + infinitivo para hacer predicciones.

When she’s 35, she’ll work in China. Cuando ella tenga 35 afios, trabajara en
China.

» Se usa Be going to + infinitivo para expresar planes e intenciones.

I’m going to travel to London in the summer. Voy a viajar a Londres en verano.

EXPRESIONES TEMPORALES

» Empleamos unas expresiones temporales u otras dependiendo del tiempo verbal que
estemos usando en cada caso.

» Con los tiempos de presente se usan expresiones como usually, often, o right now.

They ususally play sport in the afternoon. Normalmente practican deporte por la
tarde.
We’re surfing the net right now. Estamos navegando por Internet ahora

mismo.




» Con los tiempos de pasado usamos expresiones como yesterday, last night, in 2010 o 3
months ago.

My sister was born in 2002. Mi hermana nacié en 2002.
Last year | went to the beach in the summer. El afio pasado fui a la playa en verano.
» Usamos tomorrow, next week, later o soon con los tiempos de futuro.
We're going to fly to New York next month. Vamos a volar a Nueva York el préximo
