AL-ANDALUS 

I the 8th century, Muslims conquered almost all the Iberian
peninsula: only the cantabrian mountains in the north

remained Christian

Christians and Jews were allowed to keep their religion

There were more towns and cities than in the Christian
Kingdoms

There were also artisans and merchants who traded

For the first 3 centuries, Al-Andalus was a centre of culture
and knowledge with a great inffluence in Europe

Time

Starts in 467 with the fall of the Western Roman empire

Ends in 1492 with the arrival of Colon to America. Also, this
